Purpose of the Post

The Holocaust Research Institute (HRI) at Royal Holloway, University of London, is seeking a
highly motivated postdoctoral research fellow for a major donor-funded project, “Global
Jewish Studies infas Holocaust Studies”. The postholder will carry out research in the HRI,
contribute to teaching relevant undergraduate and, if required, MA modules, and advance
the interests of the HRI with respect to the wider scholarly community and the general public.
The post is fixed-term for a period of 12 months, starting 1 September 2024.

“Global Jewish Studies infas Holocaust Studies” seeks to integrate Jewish Studies and
Holocaust Studies. Through a combination of research projects, visiting lecturers, new MA
modules, summer schools and the creation of an academic network, the HRI seeks to embed
Jewish Studies into its work and to advance the discipline of Holocaust Studies nationally and
internationally. The postdoctoral position covers modern Eastern European Jewish history
(19™-20™" centuries) with a global focus.
